Small Group Discussion Guide

DEBRIEF PROCESS
Key to Remember- This is an environment for open and honest observations. This is crucial 
for the kids to hear you say, as you want to talk about both exciting highlights, and/or disa-
ppointments.

Make sure to circle back to their ONE WORD they chose before the event, and ask them if 
God spoke to them about it (provide lists to refresh their memories if needed). Try using 
your time as an example, so they can hear how your weekend went as well. If they didn’t feel 
like they had any moments, remind them that we don’t always get answers how we expect, 
and then focus on what they did enjoy about the event. 

Remember to push them to what’s next! Have them complete the following sentence: “In 
light of what God showed me at ONE CON, now I will…” 

Help them create a practical plan to follow through on what God was showing them.
